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Man lynched after he kills
SHO suspended

teacher;

Gorakhpur (PTI): An angry
mob thrashed a man to death
at a village in Uttar Pradesh’s
Kushinagar district on
Monday, allegedly in the pres-
ence of police which had
arrived there after he shot
dead a school teacher.

Following the incident, the
SHO of Taryasujan police sta-
tion under whose jurisdiction
the double murder took place
was suspended and a probe
was ordered against the erring
policemen, an official said.

A video clip on social
media showed policemen pre-
sent at the scene in riot gear
but unable to stop people from
raining lathi blows on the man
lying on the ground.

The incident took place at
Rampur Bangra village of the
Taryasujan area around 8 am,
police said.

The teacher, Sudhir Kumar
Singh (28), a resident of
Rampur Bangra village under
Taryasujan police station limit
in Kushinagar district was
teaching in a junior high
school (class 6 to class 8) in
Bihar. The incident triggered
the opposition parties criticism
over law and order in the
state. When asked about the
video clip, police said “all
angles” will be taken care of
during the probe.

According to Kushinagar
Superintendent of Police
Vinod Kumar Mishra, the man
had visited the residence of
Sudhir Kumar Singh around 8
am, claiming to be a friend of
his elder brother. “As Singh was
taking a bath, he waited for

him and had tea. As soon as
Singh came out, he shot him
dead,” the SP said. Hearing the
cries of women, some villagers
gathered there but the accused
went to the terrace of the
house and continued firing, the
SP added.

“Meanwhile, the police
reached the spot but he con-
tinued firing and when they
retaliated from the terrace of
another house, he came down
and tried to hide in a room,”
the SP said. “But the locals
gathered there, broke open
the door and thrashed him,” he
said, adding by the time police
could take him in custody, he
had died.

Taryasujan SHO Harendra
Mishra said that the man was
around 25 years old and was a
resident of Nanda Nagar
Dargahi in Gorakhpur dis-
trict.

His brother told police
over the phone that his name
was Aryaman Yadav, the SHO
added. The police reached the
spot and took both the bodies
in their charge. The pistol
used by the assailant too has
been recovered, he added.
Police said that the motive of
the murder is yet to be found.

“Taryasujan SHO
Harendra Mishra has been
suspended and a probe com-
mittee has been constituted
against him and other police-
men of the police station for
not being able to protect the
accused. Action will be taken
after the report” SP Vinod
Kumar Mishra said.

Hitting out at the UP gov-

ernment, Samajwadi Party
chief Akhilesh Yadav said in a
Hindi tweet, “There were tight
security arrangements for the
important persons yesterday in
Kushinagar and today every-
thing is missing. A teacher has
been shot dead. Sad. If the
entire police is engaged in
VVIP security, what will hap-
pen to law and order? The
public is asking if there is any
saviour for us in UP?”

Reacting to the incident,
Rashtriya Lok Dal’s national
secretary Anupam Mishra said,
“It is very shocking that there
is no law and order in the state.
The UP Government has failed
to control crime, and people
have lost their trust in the
administration”

Meanwhile in Ballia, a
man was sprayed with bullets
in front of his wife on Monday.

Shivji Yadav (50) of Jawahi
hamlet of Haldi (Ballia) came
to his village a few days back
after taking leave from his
work place in Bihar. On
Monday afternoon, he was
going with his wife to get his
injured leg examined by a
doctor when unknown gun-
men opened fire and killed
him. A case was registered and
investigations were on.

Elsewhere in neighbouring
Ghazipur, a youth Ranjeet’s
body was found hanging in
Chedi Baba temple compound
of Kotwali Sadar area on
Monday morning. A girl saw
the body and later informed
the police. The body was sent
for autopsy and investigations
were on.

Lucknow police
commissionerate
website launched

Lucknow (PNS): Citizens will
now be able to apply for char-
acter verification through the
website of Lucknow police
commissionerate from now on.
Commissioner of Police Sujeet
Pandey inaugurated the web-
site lucknowpolice.up.gov.in at
Reserve Police Lines on
Monday.

Addressing mediapersons,
Pandey said the move was
aimed at providing quick ben-
efit to people. He said one
could get information related to
different departments and
wings of police commission-
erate and about their func-
tioning. Pandey said details of
police personnel posted in
Lucknow and their CUG num-
bers were also available on the
website.

“Different services are pro-
posed for citizens though the
website. In the first phase,
facilities of character verifica-
tion and tenant verification
have been started,” he said.
Under the scheme, the facilities
related to traffic, cyber & secu-
rity and prevention of crime
against women will be made
available. The time taken in
issuance of character verifica-
tion certificate will be reduced
from 2-3 months to 15 days.

People may apply online
from their homes and make the
payment under the one-step-
verification facility. The appli-
cants will get a message after
the character certificate is pre-
pared and the institutes con-
cerned may check if the cer-
tificate has been prepared by
the police department. The
verification is available in Hindi
and English languages.
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Police warn externed criminals

The Lucknow police took to
‘munadi’ and beating of
drums outside the houses of
19 criminals who were
externed from the city for six
months in view of their crim-
inal past. The move was aimed
at making locals aware about
the criminal past of the mis-
creants and to tighten the
noose around them in the
wake of spurt in crime inci-
dents. Commissioner of Police
Sujeet Pandey warned the
criminals of strict action if any
of them was found present in
the city during the externment
period.

According to an official
communiqué, the police con-
ducted ‘munadi’ outside the
houses of Shaan, Ali Hasan,
Mohammed Aslam, Zubair

(all of Madiaon), Raunak,
Arvind (both of Hasanganj),
Raghuveer Singh aka Sonu
Walia, Dilshad Ahmad, Mintu
Bedi aka Jaspreet Singh,
Harvinder Singh aka Jugnu
Walia (all of Alambagh), Vivek
Sonkar of Talkatora, Jitendra
Rawat, Ram Shanker & Ansar
Ali of Para, Chhotu, Ankaj
Verma, Amit Kumar Lodhi (all
of Krishnanagar), Atar Singh
Verma of Gosainganj and
Imran aka Imam of Nagram.
The scene evoked amusement
and curiosity in locals. While
some of them were aware,
many were taken by surprise
when the police announced
the names and warned them
not to show up for a period of
six months.

Sources said the police
suspected that old-timers were
behind the spurt in crime

incidents in the city, and they
wanted to nail them. “For the
past few months, crime inci-
dents have continued unabat-
ed despite action taken against
criminals,” they said.
Meanwhile, a 20-year-old
factory worker was found
hanging from a tree in a
mango grove in Banthra on
Monday. He was reported
missing on Sunday afternoon.
As per reports, the youth,
identified as Gaurav Srivastava
aka Vishal of Bhatgaon village
in Banthra, worked in a fac-
tory preparing pulses. He left
his house around noon on
Sunday without informing his
family. On Monday, some res-
idents spotted him hanging
from a tree in Bachankheda,
a neighbouring village.
Gaurav’s father PN Srivastava
reached the scene and identi-

fied the body. The police sent
the body for autopsy and
started further investigation.
The police said they would
find out when Gauarv reached
the mango grove where he was
found hanging.

In another incident, the
wife of a sports teacher ended
her life at her house in Para on
Monday. Reports said the
woman, identified as Divya
Patel (24) of Buddheshwar
Vihar, was found hanging
from the ceiling with a dupat-
ta tied around her neck on
Monday morning. Police said
Divya was married to Navneet
Prakash. Parents of the
deceased alleged foul play but
the police said they did not get
any complaint to that effect.
She is survived by a 6-month-
old daughter besides her
husband.

Jeweller duped
of over 36 lakh

Unidentiﬁed miscreants duped a jeweller
of ornaments worth over Rs 6 lakh in
Gudamba on Monday. Jeweller Pushpendra
Soni of Rajauli has the shop in his house.

Cracking the disciplinary
whip, Chief Minister Yogi
Adityanath suspended the
Panchayati Raj officers of
Sultanpur and Ghazipur for
purchasing pulse oximeter
and infrared thermometers at
exorbitant rates against the
prescribed rate announced by
the state government.

The axe fell on Krishna

Kumar Singh, district pan-
chayati raj officer at Sultanpur,
and Anil Kumar Singh, district
panchayati raj officer at
Ghazipur. Both of them have
been suspended with imme-
diate effect and an enquiry has
been ordered against them.
Additional Chief
Secretary (Panchayati Raj)
Manoj Kumar Singh said that
enquiry officers had been
appointed and they had been

asked to probe into the
charges in a time-bound man-
ner.

The charge of corruption
against DPRO Sultanpur was
levelled by BJP MLA
Devamani Dwivedi, who
claimed that against the gov-
ernment prescribed rate of Rs
2,880 for purchase of pulse
oximeter and infrared ther-
mometer, they had been pur-
chased at an exorbitant rate of

Rs 9,950.

Aam Aadmi Party in-
charge of UP, Sanjay Singh,
had also supported the BJP
lawmaker. The support had
also came from another oppo-
sition MLA ,Anup Sanda, who
questioned the style of work-
ing of the administrative offi-
cers.

The district magistrate of
Sultanpur had, however, sup-
ported the DPRO.

In the case of Ghazipur,
the survey kits (pulse oxime-
ters and thermometers) were
purchased at the rate of Rs
5,800, almost Rs 3,000 more
than the prescribed rate of Rs
2,880 per kit. The Panchayati
Raj department has been
entrusted with the job of pur-
chasing survey kits of pulse
oximeter and infra red ther-
mometer for surveillance of
the people in villages.

Kid killed, kin injured
in Balrampur blast

Lucknow (PNS): In yet another myste-
rious blast in Balrampur, a child was
killed while his mother and sister were
seriously injured on Monday morning.
The occupants of the house tried to
dismiss the incident, claiming it to be a
LPG cylinder blast but subsequent inves-
tigations pointed towards a pile of explo-
sives in the house triggering the blast that
impacted several houses in the neigh-
bourhood. The blast raised the hackles of
the Balrampur police brass as recently an
ISIS conduit from Utraula area of the dis-
trict was arrested from New Delhi and
later IED (improvised explosive device)
and some other explosives were found
from his native village. Hence soon after

the incident, all senior officers rushed to
the site to probe the matter.

As per reports, the house of
Mohammad Raza was rocked by a pow-
erful blast on Monday that left his
nephew Nankan dead. Raza’s wife Shubra
(40) and daughter Ruby (14) were also
injured. The injured were rushed to a
hospital, where their condition was said
to be serious. Subsequent probe revealed
that a cracker manufacturing unit was
being run from Raza’s house and the
licence was in the name of Akram
Manihar. Usually finished goods were
stored at a godown in Bijlipur area but on
the fateful day some explosives were ille-
gally kept in the house went off.
